Important things to consider in marketing an event are sponsors hip levels with the 

benefits of each spelled out (What would you like from the sponsor? What do they 

get in return?) and let the sponsor select the package that fits their business.  Make 

sure the sponsorship application is filled out completely! Make sure  you ask for a 

Thank You ad up front. Otherwise the media will have fulfilled their obligation 

without including the óafter the eventô ad. 

Make sure that sponsors logos are included in all advertising. That is an immediate 

and recognizable association that can be mutually beneficial for the sponsor and the 

event.

The article should be geared to those 

who will be reading it and by knowing 

something about the newspaper, you can 

help direct the section that should consider 

its publication.  

2. Consider the composition of the photos 

you submit. What makes the best picture - 

things that are visually interesting. 

Request a photographer for events with 

interesting things going on. Ask well in 

advance. Photography that has been 

assigned by the paper seems to get óbetter 

play.ô 

3. Always include complete information ï 

the names of everyone in the photo, left to 

right (include title where applicable).  

4. Develop a tag-line for your organization 

ï a summation of what you do and what 

makes the organization unique and always 

use it with every submission to the 

newspaper. 

5. Submit high quality photos as a jpeg 

attachment. Resolution of submitted 

photos should be 200 DPI or greater. The 

size of an acceptable file will be between 

300kb and 3 MB. Crop before submitting 

and pay special attention to faces.  

6. When emailing a photo and/or article, 

always include what the photo/article is 

about in the subject line of your message. 

7. Work towards regular and sustained 

publicity; a notable speaker will attract 

interest and keep your org anization in the 

public eye. Make your request for profiles 

two to three months ahead to 

accommodate the publication schedule.

On that day, 

joining forces with the Northwest Arkansas Community College, we celebrated 

the fiftieth anniversary of the Fayetteville Youth Dental Clinic with an open 

house and reception. Our Altrusa Club furnished refreshments of punch, cookies, 

brownies, vegetables with dip and fresh fruit. 

 Having been a part of the very origin of the dental program, Altrusa has 

contributed financially over the years by purchasing equipment and instruments 

when needed, remodeling the waiting area and making other improvements.  In 

addition, Altrusans have served on the Youth Dental Clinic advisory board for 

these many years, lending advice and community support.   

 So, it was most exciting to see the response we had for the fiftieth anniversary 

party.  Tours of the clinic were given all afternoon.  Glenda Lee, program 

coordinator and instructor, had wonderful pictures of events and people taken at 

the clinic over the years.  At 6:00 P.M. the approximately 50 people in 

attendance gathered in the library. Glenda reviewed the programôs history and 

gave an update of the current statistics concerning patients being seen.  

Afterward, others involved with the program gave short talks.  Featured speakers 

were Dr. Jim Hunt (the only living dentist of the original group), Dr. Hank 

Matthews, current chairman of the advisory board, Mary Ross, new head of 

health programs for NWACC and Donna Danner, first clinic administrator and 

instructor.

specifically for children who are HIV positive or have AIDS, 

provides assistance to the Salvation Army with new clothing 

donations for children at holiday time and with their Medical 

Ministry program.

Making a Difference for Many With

Each year the holidays pose challenges for each of us with allocations of our time 

to family, friends, celebrations and if you are a member of the Fayetteville 

Altrusa Club, to selling nuts, greenery and holiday sweets to help build our 

foundation treasury to support all of the organizations and projects requesting 

funding each spring.  

 

We all serve on at least one service committee within the club and we have the 

opportunity to vote how to allocate the money we raise during our holiday 

fundraising.  Each service committee is represented on the Service Development 

Committee (SDC) by their chair and co-chair. This group hears discussion on all 

requests that each committee moves forward.  After consideration, the SDC votes 

on how to allocate our money. The results of this balloting is taken by the SDC 

Chair to the Foundation Board, who has the final say on funding allocations.  

 

The results of the SDC were presented to the Foundation on May 4, 2010.  The 

changes made by the Foundation to the SDC recommendations were: 

ü Increase Salvation Army distribution from $900 to $1,000  

ü Increase NWA Food Bank distribution from $900 to $1,000  

ü Decrease Family Network from $600 to $500  

The total allocations are in the column to the right.  An explanation of the 

projects funded follo ws so that you will know exactly how you have made a 

difference with your efforts last fall.  

Life Styles ï ñSchool to Workò Transition Program: students with 

disabilities work in an integrated setting, earning a salary wh ile earning high 

school credits; increasing their marketable skill  gives them confidence and 

provides experience to help them find permanent employment.  

Salvation Army Medical Ministries:  provides funds for residents in the 

emergency shelter who become ill and are unable to purchase antibiotics. This 

helps prevent the spread of disease to others in the shelter. 

NWA Food Bank Food Purchase Program : the food bank partners with 

local food pantries, churches, senior centers and after-school programs to 

provide food for those in need. 

Family Netw ork ñReadingôs A Family Affairò: funds will be used to 

purchase age-appropriate books for 60 educational home visits to low -income, 

first time parents of infants and toddlers to help develop literacy skills and 

strengthen positive association with reading.  

Washington County Womenôs Unit ñA Captivating Readò: will use funds 

to maintain a library of paperback books for female inmates, specifically to 

purchase Spanish and parenting books. 

American Legion Auxiliary ï Girlsô State: our funds will sponsor two 

delegates to Girlsô State in 2011. 

Ozark Literacy Council:  funds will be used to provide teaching materials, in-

house printing and the purchase of a video projector for teaching and training.  

Drug Court in the Schools:  funds will provide necessary supplies for setting 

up Drug Court in area schools. 

UA International Culture Team:  funds will be used to supplement resources 

needed to cover the cost of supplies and transportation for team members 

making cultural presentation s to area schools, civic clubs and retir ement groups. 

Literacy and Music ñMozart Programò: funds will provide more schools in 

Washington County with book sets for their library and the opportunity for 

students to learn to appreciate music more and the part it plays in enhancing 

their lives.
